The undersigned amant, being duly sworn, upon oath says: that in Tulsa County, Oklahoma, at and upon or 
within a certain vehicle, house, building, or premises, the curtilage thereof and the appurtenance thereto belonging, 
described as follows: 
THE RESIDENCE TO BE SEARCHED IS CONTAINED WITHIN A SINGLE STORY DUPLEX 
STRUCTURE ON EAST 30TH STREET. THE RESIDENCE TO BE SEARCHED IS CONTAINED WITHIN 
THE 4nt RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURE EAST OF SOUTH 101ST EAST A VENUE ON THE NORTH SIDE OF 
EAST 30TH STREET. THE RESIDENCE TO BE SEARCHED IS CONTAINED WITHIN THE EASTERN 
MOST PART OF THE DUPLEX STRUCTURE. THE RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURE TO BE SEARCHED IS 
MADE OF BROWN COLORED BRICK WITH TAN TRIM. THE ROOF IS MADE OF BLACK 
COMPOSITE SHINGLES. THE FRONT DOOR OF THE RESIDENCE TO BE SEARCHED IS A 
BROWNISH COLOR AND FACES SOUTH. THE NUMBERS 1-0-1-2-5 ARE WHITE IN COLOR WITH 
BLACK BACKGROUND AND ARE AFFIXED HORlZONT ALLY ON THE STRUCTURE TO THE EAST 
OF THE FRONT DOOR. THE RESIDENCE TO BE SEARCHED IS MORE COMMONLY KNOWNAS 
10125 E. 30TH STREET, TULSA OK. THE RESIDENCE TO BE SEARCHED IS LOCATED IN THE CITY 
AND COUNTY OF TULSA, STATE OF OKLAHOMA. 

The named defendant, or other persons in whose possession he has placed the following described property for 
concealment, does now unlawfully, illegally, knowingly and willfully keep, and does unlawfully have in his possession 
and under his control certain dangerous substances, to wit: 

MARIHUANA, FRUITS, INSTRUMENTALITIES AND OTHER CONTROLLED DANGEROUS 
SUBSTANCES 

listed in the schedules of the Uniform Controlled Dangerous Substance Act ofthe State of Oklahoma, with the unlawful 
intent to possess, use and distribute said substances in violation of the laws of the State of Oklahoma. 

Further, your affiant prays that the Court wi\l grant law enforcement officers conducting the service of this search 
warrant permission to seize other items commonly used to facilitate the use and distribution of controlled substances, to 
wit: 

MONIES OR UNEXPLAINED WEALTH, RECORDS AND FINANCIAL RECORDS IN PHYSICAL, 
DIGITAL, OR ELECTRONIC FORM, PROOF OF RESIDENCY, CELLULAR PHONES, PAGERS, KEYS, 
SAFES, SURVEILLANCE EQUIPMENT, FIREARMS 

AffUlIlt further states that said dangerous substances by reason of their physical structure are easily destroyed and that 
there is likelihood that the person in possession of the same will attempt to destroy them, and that there is further 
likelihood that the foresaid, controlled dangerous substance, equipment, and paraphernalia will be moved unless a 
search warrant may be executed in the day. 

YOUR AFFIANT FURTHER STATES: That he is a Tulsa Police Officer and has been so employed for over 4 years. 
That he is currently assigned to the Uniform Division North as a Directed Patrol Officer. That he has received training 
from the Tulsa Police Department's Training Academy as well as from more experienced narcotics investigators in the 
area of drug related investigations. Your affiant states that he has received both formal and informal training in regards 
to drug investigations. Your amant further states that he has been involved in numerous drug related investigations and 
arrests. Your affiant states that he has acquired the CLEET Basic Level Peace Officer Certification in the State of 
Oklahoma. Your affiant states that he has recently been a member of the Oklahoma Gang Investigators Association 
(OOIA) and has attended Gangs 101 (OOIA) and the Hispanic Gangs Course (OGIA).Your amant also states that he 
has attended the Drug Enforcement Administration's Basic Narcotics Investigators Course. Your affiant further states 
that he has training and experience with narcotics investigations. Your affiant further states, that he has received formal 
and informal training in the recognition of controlled drugs.

Your affiant states that within the past 2 months he has received infonnation from a confidential infonnant, hereinafter 
referred to as Cl. Your affiant states that the CI was arrested and found to be in possession of marihuana packaged for 
sale. The CI stated that they had purchased the recovered marihuana from a black male known to them as "Chris" that 
lived in a duplex near J I" and Mingo Road. Your affiant further states that the CI has described the residence as being 
located down a street that was the first right going north "on the street north of Braums" from East J lit Street. Officers 
knew that the street across from Braums in that area that ran north and south was South 101" East Avenue. Moreover 
;officers knew that there were duplexes located on east 30th Street on the north side of the street. The CI infonned 
officers as they described the location that "Chris" sold marihuana from was either the 3n1 or 41h structure on the north 
side ofthat street. Further the CI informed officers that B "light blue or silver" colored Oldsmobile "Aurora" would be 
parked in the driveway of the target residence. The CI went on to state that "Chris" was a black male that lived at the 
residence to be searched along with his wife and children and that "Chris" sold marihuana from the garage of the 
residence. 

Your affiant further states that the CI advised that they had seen a large amount of marihuana packaged for sale within a 
week of officer's contact with them. That while at the residence they witnessed firearms stored in the same room that 
they had observed the large amount of marihuana. Your affiant states that he knows through his experience in numerous 
drug related investigations that those who engage in the sale of controlled and dangerous substances commonly possess 
firearms to protect their illegal drugs and proceeds from rival drug dealers andlor law enforcement. 

Your affiant states that within the last 2 months officers went to the area previously described and located a similar 
vehicle (light blue Aurora) parked in front ofthe residence to be searched. That at that time they observed a black male 
seated in the open garage of the residence to be searched and short tenn vehicular traffic to and from the residence to be 
searched. Your affiant states that officers know through their training and experience that short tenn vehicular traffic 
can be indicative of illegal drug sales. 

Your affiant further states that, within the last 2 months he did access the Tulsa Regional Automated Criminal 
Infonnation System (TRACIS) to discover that a Christopher Garner (PID # 747134) did list the residence to be 
searched as his address. Your affiant states that he did view the TRACIS photograph of Garner and knew Garner to be 
the black male, officers observed at the residence to be searched. Your affiant states that he did locate a TRACIS Report 
from November 2008 where officers responded to the residence to be searched. That at that time Gamer identified 
Yolanda Staples (pID # 1039414) as his wife. That your affiant found Staples to also list the residence to be searched as 
her residence. Further, that, officers had observed a vehicle tag from the Oldsmobile Aurora parked at the residence to 
be searched. That the vehicle thg was registered to a Yolanda Staples at the residence to be searched. That officers did 
discover through the High Affinity Database (Tulsa Utilities) that Yolanda Staples is the listed as the current resident at 
the residence to be searched. 

Your affiant states that within the last month officers did again conduct surveillance on the residence to be searched. 
That, during that surveillance, officers again observed short term vehicular traffic to and from the residence to be 
searched. That officers, know through their training and experience that short tenn vehicular can be indicative of illegal 
drug sales. That also during this same surveillance officers did again observe Garner to be present and outside the 
residence to be searched. 

Your affiant states that within the last 48 hours officers did conduct surveillance on the residence to be searched and 
observed that trash had been placed at the curbside of the driveway in front of the residence. Your affiant states that he 
took some of this trash and placed it into an officer's unmarked vehicle so that its contents could be searched. That trash 
that was taken consisted of (2) plastic bags one that had been tied shut, one open. During the search of these trash bags, 
officers discovered the fo1\owing items contained within the listed trash bags: 

1. (First Larger Bag Tied Shut) A large amount of trash and residence papers for Yolanda Staples and 
Yolanda Garner at the residence to be searched. Two large open vacuum sealed packages that a green 
leafy like residue that officers knew to be marihuana inside. Further that, officers did detect an 
overwhelming odor of marihuana coming from inside these packages. Officers located an empty box of 
large zip-lock plastic bags, the same sometimes used by illegal drug dealers to package their "product" 
for sale. Officers also located a burnt marihuana cigarette and black plastic gloves inside this bag. 

2. (Second Smaller Open Bag) A small amount of trash of which was another open vacuum sealed 
package with marihuana residue and an odor of marihuana emanating from inside. Officers noted that 
all of these vacuum packages were of the same type and looked to hold more than a pound ·each of 
marihuana. Officers know from their experience that this large amount of marihuana packaging is 
indicative of marihuana sales and not personal use. 

It is clear to your affiant that these items contained within the trash, were placed there by the residents of 10125 E. 30'b 
Street for the following reasons: 

• the trash was nextto the driveway of 10125 E. 301h Street 
• most of the marihuana packaging was located in a tied shut trash bag with residency papers for 

Yolanda Staples to the residence to be searched. Your affiant states that this makes it 
improbable that anyone but the residents of 10125 E. 30rb Street placed the items in the trash 
container. 

All item~ di~vered during a sear.;h of the trash of Christopher Garner and Yolanda Staples, which was taken 
from theIr reSIdence, 10125 E. 30 Street, was turned into the Gilcrease Property Room on Property Receipt # BE 0365.

-Based on your affiant's prior training and experience on controlled danl,!?oJs'substance investigations, individuals who 
use or sell controlled dangerous substances often house additional quantities of illegal substances at places other than 
their residences to avoid detection by Law Enforcement. These same individuals often keep weapons and firearms to 
use for protection, paraphernalia, instrumentalities used in the manufacture and/or sale of marihuana, monies or 
unexplained wealth, records and financial records in reference to their drug transactions in physical, digital, or electronic 
form, list 

buyers and sellers names, computer and electronic devices, associated hardware, software, diskettes, compact disks, and 
other electronic storage media to record their transactions. 

Viewing and retrieving the contents and data of the computers and electronic devices, associated hardware, software, 
diskettes, compact disks, and other electronic storage media would be useful to show that controlled dangerous 
substances were unlawfully kept with the intent to use, possess, sale and or distribute. 

Based on your affiant's prior training and experience on controlled dangerous substance investigations, individuals who 
commonly use and or sell quantities of controlled dangerous substances have visitors, friends and customers who visit 
their residence. Your affiant states that these types of individuals commonly place quantities of currency with which to 
purchase the controlled dangerous substances on their person. Your affiant states that these types of individuals also 
commonly purchase quantities of controlled dangerous substances and conceal the purchased quantities and associated 
drug paraphernalia on their person, in their clothing and personal effects as well as their vehicles. 

Your affiant requests the issuance ofa search warrant for 10125 E. 30th Street. 

FURTHER YOUR AFFIANT SA YETH NOT.

The undersigned affiant, being first duly sworn, upon oath says: that in Tulsa County Oklahoma, 
at and upon or within a certain vehicle, house, building or premises, the curtilage thereof and the 
appurtenances there to belonging described as follows: 

A single-family residence located at 2709 N 21 st St Broken Arrow, OK, County of Tulsa. 
The residence to be searched is 4 houses South of Elmira on the East side of 21st St. This 
residence is comprised of brick facade, green wood gables with cream trim. The roof is 
brown composite shingles. The front door is maroon in color and faces West.. The garage 
door also faces west and the numbers 2709 in black are affixed above the garage door. 
The residence to be searched is better known as 2709 N21st St. Broken Arrow, OK, County 
of Tulsa. 

Your affiant also states that he has been a commissioned Peace Officer employed by the City of 
Broken Arrow Police Department since 1986. In the course of his employment he is assigned to 
the Criminal Investigations Unit who's primary duty is the enforcement of the Criminal Laws in 
Title 21 of the Oklahoma Statutes.

Your affiant also states that he has been a Police Officer since April 1986 and has investigated a 
plethora of criminal acts. Your affiant has received fonnal training through the Council on Law 
Enforcement Education and Training in regards to criminal investigations, more specifically, 
domestic violence. Further, your affiant has received both formal and informal training by 
seasoned Detectives who commonly investigate criminal activities associated with domestic 
violence, including but not limited to assault, battery, threats, protective orders and homicide. 

Further, your affiant has spoken with other Police Officers and reviewed documents concerning 
the following: 

I. On 8/30/09 Broken Arrow Police Special Operations Team responded to the residence of 
Robert M Rodriguez located at 2709 N 21 st St Broken Arrow Ok, Tulsa County in 
reference to an armed and barricaded suspect. 

2. Officers made contact with the victim, Jessica Tollefson who stated that she and her 5 
year old son Cormor were in his bed at the residence when Robert Rodriguez came into 
the bedroom wanting to talk. She stated he was intoxicated and didn't want to talk to him 
and told him to go away. Rodriguez then pulled out a hand gun he keeps in the night 
stand and cocked it holding it at his side. He then pushed her into the living room and her 
son followed yelling at Rodriquez not to shoot his "Mommy". At this point the gun was 
on Jessica's head and she back up far enough that she could pick up her son. She then 
ran out the door and fled in her vehicle with her son. 

3. The victim does have a valid protective order against Rodriguez through Tulsa County, 
Protective Order number 2007-320. Rodriguez has a previous charge of Domestic Assault 
and Battery in 2005. 

4. Robert Rodriguez refused to surrender to Police for over 4 hours but finally surrendered 
after further negotiations.

5. Rodriguez is known to have numerous hand guns and long guns in the residence and the 
victim stated he keeps them in a safe, the closet and his nightstand. 

6. Based on your affiant's training and experience, your affiant would expect to fmd inside 
the residence 0[2709 N 21 sl St, Broken Arrow, OK, County of Tulsa, 
Fireann and/or handgun (pistol) along with documents to establish dominion and 
control. 

Further, your affiant sayeth not.
