Agent McFadden spent houts prepacing him for his faise testimony, As sert forth above, the

Barnes were subsequently convicred and sentenced to prison, where they remaln. During his
June 10, 2009 debrief, Logston was adamant that the AUSA prosecuting the case was unawere
of the false testimony and was not complicit in pursning a fabrdcated case.

7. Forthe teasons sec forth in this motion, the United States respectfully tequeses this
Court remand this case to the districe court so that the United States can file the 2ppropriate
pleadings for the Barmnes’ convictions to be vacated and the indicument dismissed as to each
individual.

8. In addition to requesting a remand, the United States requests that the Coort issue
4 protectve order prohibiting defense counsel from disclosing the substance of this moton to
any person, including the defendants, u:}ﬁl such time as the _di;ndct coutt reviews the matter.
The United States submits that such a protective order is necessary because the information
contained in this motion is celated to an ongoing investigation subject to the confidentiality
requirements of Rule 6(e) of the Pederal Rules of Criminal Procedure. The United States further

submats that the informaton contained in this pleading could jeopardize an ongoing ctiminal

investigation and/or jcopardize the safery of witnesses in that ongoing investigation.
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WHEREFORE, the United States prays the Court grant its motion for remand and for

protective order, and for all other propet relief.
