Your affiant further states that he interviewed the CI in regards to the purchase of heroin from within the residence to be
searched. The CI stated that he/she purchased the heroin from a black male named Harvey Jones. The CI was invited to
return to the residence to be searched in the future to purchase additional quantities of heroin. The CI stated that Harvey
Jones had additional quantities of heroin for sale. The CI stated that he/she has purchased heroin from Harvey Jones in
the past.

The CI admitted to using heroin in the past and provided me with information about heroin, including how it looks and
is packaged, that is consistent with my training and experience. '

Your affiant further states that he has conducted surveillance on the residence to be searched and has witnessed short
term traffic coming and going from the residence to be searched. This activity is indicative of the sale of illegal
substances.

Your affiant further states that a check of the Tulsa Police Department’s Criminal Data Base (T.R.A.C.1.S.) shows a
Harvey Lee Jones living at 2518 North Frankfort Avenue, who has four dangerous drug arrests one of which was for
possessing heroin.
